- ELIGIBILITY

. Students enrolled in an undergraduate degree program who have demonstrated financial and have experienced time in foster
care are eligible.

. Students enrolled in an undergraduate degree program who have demonstrated financial need and:
. who are ophans/wards of the court
. are currently in kinship care
. have experienced, or are experiencing homelessness

. qualify for independent student status through the U-M financial aid application process as a result of having a
compromised support network

. Full time enrollment is required.

- HOW TO APPLY
1. Complete and submit this Blavin Scholars Program application and submit a signed copy to: financial.aid@umich.edu.

2. Submit a 2024-2025 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA). More information on how to apply for financial aid is
found here: finaid.umich.edu/apply-aid.

3. Entering first-year and transfer student applicants only: In addition to steps 1 and 2 above, entering first-years and
transfer students must also complete a 2024-2025 CSS Profile application.

- DEADLINE

. Scholarship applications are accepted on a rolling basis.

. For entering students, we must also receive your CSS Profile application.

- SELECTION

Select applicants will be invited to meet with the Blavin Scholars Program staff to learn more about the Blavin Scholarship and
Blavin Scholars Program participation.

- NUMBER/AMOUNT

. The number of scholarships awarded varies annually.

. Resident students are eligible to receive up to $5,000 per academic year, renewable for up to five years of undergraduate
study.

. Nonresident students are eligible to receive up to $10,000 per academic year, renewable for up to five years of

undergraduate study.
